* BookExpo attendees with a Rights badge designation will have full access to NYRF

e Shuttle buses will be provided between BookExpo and NYRF to enable attendees to easily attend both events
e Information for both NYRF and BookExpo will be available in all directories and websites for both shows

« On-site staff will assist with information regarding BookExpo and NYRF at both events
